Unpredictable or quickly changing weather conditions may present hazards while hiking, and when present, Fort Carson personnel will request that participants return to vehicles.  At the discretion of the Fort Carson tour leader, a tour may be terminated when conditions are deemed as a threat to the safety of participants. 

The Department of the Army, Fort Carson, and the Environmental Division assume no liability for injuries or altered health conditions associated with participation by any individual in the activity outlined above or any vehicle damage that may be incurred during the excursion (begins when leaving the cantonment and ends when returning).
