Rock Art Recording Project

The Colorado Rock Art Association is sponsoring a rock art recording project to coincide with the 2010 annual meeting in Trinidad, Colorado. The Piñon Canyon Maneuver site will host the project with participants staying in the Piñon village huts at the Cantonment.  This is camp style housing with electricity and bathrooms with showers but no cooking or refrigeration facilities. There are other restrictions like no alcohol while we are on the Maneuver site. 

The main emphasis of the project will be to make an accurate record of the wall murals in a Brown Sheep Camp barn, near the west end of the Piñon Canyon hogback. These colorful images of men and women with dozens of names and dates need to be systematically recorded. After consideration the army determined that the methods archaeologist use for rock art recording are applicable to the barn murals.  As time permits, we will also be recording several petroglyph sites on the Piñon Canyon hogback.  

The project will take place on May 11 through May 13 and May 17 through May 21. It will be directed by Lawrence Loendorf.  There is a limit of eight to ten participants, although individuals can come for a segment of the project with three days as a minimum.  Preference will go to those individuals who have CRAA rock art training or to those who have worked on previous Piñon Canyon projects.
